	Insignificant
	Minimal levels of risk that require no additional precautions

	(5 - 9)
	Low
	Minor levels of risk that require no additional precautions but should be kept under review

	(10 - 14)
	Moderate
	Significant levels of risk which require specific precautions to be taken to reduce risks.

	(15 - 19)
	High
	High levels of risk that should not proceed without very careful planning to determine precautions to reduce or manage these risks. Further advice may be required if precautions cannot be identified to reduce risks.

	20+
	Extreme
	Extreme levels of risk, such as loss of life or major breach of legislation. The activity must not be undertaken without precautions to substantially reduce risk.  Seek further advice from specialists e.g. contact Safety & Risk Management team.
